Smilacina (maianthemum) racemosañFalse Solomon's Seal   
Outstanding multi-season plant. White creamy plumes of flowers. Flowers in  
May - June. Lovely green foliage in summer, red berries in fall. 1 ï1 1/2 feet tall. 

Sanquinaria CanadensisñBloodroot   
When the pure white flowers of the bloodroot emerge you know spring 
has arrived. While the flowers do not last long, the low growing scallop 
shaped leaves last into late August. Shade, moist soil.             

Iris versicolorñBlue Flag Iris 
An excellent plant for moist or wet areas. The violet blue flowers arrive in 
late spring.  Blue Flag Iris is at home in a submerged pool or in ordinary 

garden soil. This Iris grows from 1 1/2 to 2 feet tall. Part shade to full sun.   

Aruncus diocusñGoats Beard   
White fluffy clusters of flowers are formed in late spring on top of beautiful green  

compound leafed plants. Makes a bold statement and foliage stays nice throughout 
 the summer into the fall. Shade or sun. Stays shorter in shade. Grows 3 to 6 feet.
